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Responsible Minerals Sourcing Policy

Kogakugiken corp. has a basic policy of not using minerals (gold, tin,
tantalum, tungsten, cobalt, etc.) that are extracted and traded in
conflict-affected and high-risk areas, and we eliminate conflict minerals that
are the source of funding for antisocial armed groups in conflict areas. In
addition, to ensure compliance with our policy, we require our suppliers to
procure from smelters that have been certified to be free of conflict or serious

human rights abuses.

Kogakugiken corp. respects the "OECD (Organisation for Economic
Co-operation and Development) Due Diligence Guidance for Responsible
Supply Chains of Minerals from Conflict-Areas and High-Risk Areas" and
works on detailed investigations based on its contents, and we promote

efforts to procure only conflict-free raw materials.

1. We conduct thorough research when purchasing raw materials and will
not purchase minerals (gold, tin, tantalum, tungsten, cobalt, etc.) that are
extracted and traded in conflict-affected and high-risk areas and could be
a source of funding for armed groups. In addition, we will not purchase
materials containing these mineral resources whose procurement sources

are unconfirmed.

2. We cooperate with our customers in conducting surveys on conflict
minerals and work together to eliminate conflict minerals and carry out

responsible procurement activities.

3. We collect information related to conflict minerals and review the content
and progress of this policy so that it will be more effective for the above

purposes.
